Nationally affiliated meat processing facility


Multiple locations


Large volumes daily








Maintaining consistent information/tracking carcasses as they are processed


Associating end product with origin


Record management for FDA


Traceability in the event of a recall or health risk





Handheld mobile portals


Fixed read points throughout the processing line


Rigid reusable RFID tags affixed to trolley hooks on the processing line


Integration with existing barcode and order processing system





As carcasses are processed they are loaded onto hooks that move via trolleys to different areas within the facility. Tags are commissioned by handheld interrogators associating the carcass with an ID number. This ID numbers associates to relevant information about birth, lot, stages of processing and distribution. Processed meat is placed in bins and waits for packaging. Rigid reusable tags are placed on each bin and commissioned to associate the processed meat with the same data that was on the trolley tag. As the meat is packaged, barcode labels on the product are directly associated with the identification number from the RFID tag. This provides traceability in the event of a recall or a health concern – giving meat producers and processors real time visibility to the products source.  





Meat retail & FDA compliance mandates on a case and each level by using slap n’ ship RFID tags that include the existing barcode infrastructure.
